I believe children can succeed in reading when they have the right tools. With consistent practice, they can make incredible gains in a very short time.  I will be using a variety of assessments to discover your child’s most pressing needs as well as their strengths and weaknesses.  
Below is the general structure of a session.  All things may not be included in every session, but the focus will be on the most pressing needs.
Warm Up: Re-reading and review homework passages.
Word Work: This is very hands-on learning.  
Penmanship: Movement based penmanship to establish muscle memory. 
Dictation:  Focus on spelling and correct sentence structure, punctuation, etc.

Guided Reading: 
· New passage: The student reads new material out loud.

· I’ll assist, when needed, by providing help with blending strategies, reading new words, correct pronunciation, and asking questions.
· Teacher modeling: I will read the passage aloud with inflection, emotion, fluency--child must follow along with eyes on print. I’ll ask questions to check comprehension.
· Re-reading for fluency: The student re-reads the passage with emphasis on reading more fluently, building sound/symbol processing, and eyes focused on the paper, not memory. 
· Feedback-- What did they do well?  What do they need to work on? Possibly practice re-reading certain passages, showing inflection, emotion, fluency, etc. 
Reading to Student: 

· Research shows that students benefit from being read to.  It increases listening comprehension, vocabulary and elevated thought.
· During this time, I will model fluency, intonation, and how enjoyable reading really can be.
Review with parent and get new materials in binder. Give instructions for practice.
