How to play the “Steal It”  game for the long ‘o’ sound
(A game for 2 players)
1. Mix up the cards and place them upside down in the middle of the playing area.
2. The first player picks up the top card, reads the word on it and places it in front of them.
3. The second player does the same.
4. Players take it in turns to assemble their cards in columns according to one of the 5 spelling choices for the long ‘o’ sound: go, home, show, boat, Joe. This means the 2 players will have up to 5 columns of words between them.
5. The game continues in this fashion.
6. Each time a player picks up a card that has the same spelling choice of the given sound of a column of their opponent’s cards (e.g. close, home), they can ‘steal’ their whole column of cards.
7. It is important that, each time a player picks up a card or ‘steals’ the opponent’s column of cards, they read all the words in their newly added-to column.
8. There are 3 ‘robber’ cards in the pack. Each time a player picks up one of them, they can steal 1, 2 or 3 cards from their opponent (depending on the number of robbers on the card)!
9. The game ends when the cards run out.
10. [bookmark: _GoBack]The aim of the game is to become quick at reading these words commonly found when reading and to have lots of fun at the same time! Enjoy!
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
